Camp Critical Truth 
Four camps on the Virgin Birth 

1. Camp Impossible:  That’s  impossible - miracles don’t happen - no Santa nor virgin birth                                
2.  Not in This Camp:  This miracle didn’t happen, others maybe but this one definitely NOT                      
 Psalm 33:4 (NIV)  - For the word of the Lord is right and true; he is faithful in all he does.                                  
3.  Camp So What:   Yes, it’s true but it makes no difference in the course of history                                          
4.  Camp Critical Truth:      It is true Jesus was born of a virgin and it is as important as the cross 

Pack up - we’re moving  the wagon to Camp Critical Truth 

1.  This one born of a virgin, this one called _______________ has been, is and always will be God. 

John 1:1-3 (NIV)  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He 
was with God in the beginning.  Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has 
been made. 

Philip. 2:5-8 (NASB)   Christ Jesus, who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with 
God a thing to be grasped, but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and being made in the 
likeness of men. And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the 
point of death, even death on a cross. 

2. Jesus Virgin Birth ______________________ Old Testament prophecy 

Isaiah 7:14 (NIV)  Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: The virgin will be with child and will give 
birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel. 

3.  The New Testament _______________________ to the Virgin Birth 

Luke 1:34-35 (NIV)  "How will this be," Mary asked the angel, "since I am a virgin?" The angel answered, 
"The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow you. So the holy one 
to be born will be called the Son of God. 

Matthew 1:20-21 (NIV)   But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream 
and said, "Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived in 
her is from the Holy Spirit.  She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, because he 
will save his people from their sins." 

4. The Virgin Birth is _________________________ for our salvation 

Romans 5:12 (NIV)  Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, and in 
this way death came to all men, because all sinned— 

Hebrews 10:14 (MsgB)  It was a perfect sacrifice by a perfect person to perfect some very imperfect people. 
By that single offering, he did everything that needed to be done for everyone who takes part in the purifying 
process. 

John 1:29 (NIV  )… John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, "Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away 
the sin of the world! 

1 Peter 1:18-19 (NIV)  For you know that it was not with perishable things … you were redeemed from the 
empty way of life but with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect.
