How’s your Heart?  
 

Titus 3:3-7 (New Living Translation) 
 3 Once we, too, were foolish and disobedient. We were misled and became slaves 
to many lusts and pleasures. Our lives were full of evil and envy, and we hated 
each other.  
 4 But—“When God our Savior revealed his kindness and love, 5 he saved us, not 
because of the righteous things we had done, but because of his mercy. He washed 
away our sins, giving us a new birth and new life through the Holy Spirit. 6 He 
generously poured out the Spirit upon us through Jesus Christ our Savior. 7 
Because of his grace he declared us righteous and gave us confidence that we will 
inherit eternal life.”  
 

1. Sins of the Heart 
 

Matthew 15:19 (New Living Translation) 
19 For from the heart come evil thoughts, murder, adultery, all sexual immorality, 
theft, lying, and slander. 
 

2 Peter 2:19 (New Living Translation) 
19 They promise freedom, but they themselves are slaves of sin and corruption. 
For you are a slave to whatever controls you. 
 

2. A Redemptive Heart 
 

Romans 10:10 (New Living Translation) 
10 For it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, and it is 
by confessing with your mouth that you are saved.  
John 1:12 (New Living Translation) 
12 But to all who believed him and accepted him, he gave the right to become 
children of God.  
 

2 Timothy 2:22 (New Living Translation) 
 22 Run from anything that stimulates youthful lusts. Instead, pursue righteous 
living, faithfulness, love, and peace. Enjoy the companionship of those who call 
on the Lord with pure hearts.
