Hobbled

Romans 6:16-18 (MsgB) You know well enough from your own experience that there are some
acts of so-called freedom that destroy freedom. Offer yourselves to sin, for instance, and it's your
last free act. But offer yourselves to the ways of God and the freedom never quits. All your lives
you've let sin tell you what to do. [17] But thank God you've started listening to a new master,
[18] one whose commands set you free to live openly in his freedom!

The devil hobbles our thoughts, our behavior and even causes us to depend on these
hobbles

John 8:44 (NIV) You belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your father's
desire. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in
him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies.

God’s desire

2 Tim. 2:26 (NIV) ... that they will come to their senses and escape from the trap of the devil,
who has taken them captive to do his will.

Here’s our options

1. We can live hobbled in one place for the rest of our life
2. We can learn to run with the hobbles moving on but never quite free
3, We can look to Jesus for freedom from these hobbles

A. Agree with God

Acts 3:19 (MsgB) "Now it's time to change your ways! Turn to face God so he can wipe away
your sins, pour out showers of blessing to refresh you,

B. Reboot my thinking

Romans 12:2 (MsgB) Don't become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without
even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from the inside out. Readily
recognize what he wants from you, and quickly respond to it. Unlike the culture around you,
always dragging you down to its level of immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops
well-formed maturity in you.

C. Submit to God

James 4:7 (MsgB) So let God work his will in you. Yell a loud no to the Devil and watch him
scamper.

John 8:36 (MsgB) So if the Son sets you free, you are free through and through.
