 Count The Cost 
Luke 14:26-28 (NLT)   "If you want to be my follower you must love me more 
than your own father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters—yes, 
more than your own life. Otherwise, you cannot be my disciple. [27] And you 
cannot be my disciple if you do not carry your own cross and follow me. [28] 
"But don't begin until you count the cost. 

1. Following Jesus is about loving Him  

v. 26 "If you want to be my follower you must love me more than your own father 
and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters 

John 15:9-10 (NLT)   "I have loved you even as the Father has loved me. Remain 
in my love. [10] When you obey me, you remain in my love, just as I obey my 
Father and remain in his love. 

2. Following Jesus is about my Total commitment to what really matters 

v. 27 “you cannot be my disciple if you do not carry your own cross and follow 
me.” 

1 Thes. 2:19-20 (NIV)  For what is our hope, our joy, or the crown in which we 
will glory in the presence of our Lord Jesus when he comes? Is it not you? [20] 
Indeed, you are our glory and joy. 

3. Following Jesus means I am willing to pay any price 

v.26 “yes, more than your own life” 

John 15:18-19 (NLT)  "When the world hates you, remember it hated me before 
it hated you. [19] The world would love you if you belonged to it, but you don't. I 
chose you to come out of the world, and so it hates you. 

4. Following Jesus means I have accepted the cost 

"But don't begin until you count the cost.” 

Hebrews 11:6 (NIV)  And without faith it is impossible to please God, because 
anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those 
who earnestly seek him. 

Rev. 22:12 (NLT) "See, I am coming soon, and my reward is with me, to repay 
all according to their deeds.
