A. Recognize what caused you to drift away 

1.  Overconfidence

3. Fear 

Mark 14:54 (NIV)   Peter followed him at a distance,  

Proverbs 29:25 (NCV)  Being afraid of people can get you into trouble, 

4. Instant gratification 

Mark 14:54 (NIV)  … There he sat with the guards and warmed himself at the fire.  

B. Realize God wants you Back
